Stone age paintings were produced approximately 17,000 years ago, before there were any houses, buildings, roads, cars, electricity or schools. They were painted on the walls of caves. Caves are dark, so the artists would have needed oil lamps made from stone and animal fat. For the people of this time, wild animals were a primary source of food and were very important.
