(Membership will roll over into the new academic year unless cancelled in the summer term.) If late notice is received, you will be required to pay a late notice fee in addition to your invoice for the term.

	Outstanding fees cannot be carried over the end of a term without prior agreement from the music trust central team and may result in tuition or membership services being withdrawn until the account is cleared.

In the case of pupil absence, we are unable to reschedule lessons other than at the tutor’s discretion. This includes pupil absences due to conflicting school activities.
