School Uniform Guidelines

The school has a simple school uniform. Please send your child in school uniform.  ALL CLOTHES MUST BE LABELLED CLEARLY as hundreds of pounds with of uniform goes unclaimed due to not being clearly labelled. The uniform as detailed below is our required uniform and if doesn’t appear below, it will not be acceptable to wear in school.  
School sweatshirts and cardigans in jade green with a logo can be purchased from PL School Wear.  Their website address is www.plschoolwear.co.uk and their telephone number is 01296 488000.  White polo shirts and white T-shirts with a logo are also available.  

The following items are acceptable:
· Grey shorts
· Grey trousers
· Grey skirt
· Grey pinafore dress
· Jade green checked gingham dress (Summer only)
· White shirt or white polo shirt
· White/black/grey socks with trousers or shorts
· White or grey socks/tights wit skirts or dresses
· Jade green school sweatshirt or cardigan with school logo
· Black or brown school shoes or closed traditional style sandals

Trainers should not be worn at school. Boots may be worn to and from school and at playtimes in cold weather but not in class. Please send your child in with a pair of school shoes to change into.

Hair must be neat and tidy. Severe and/or extreme haircuts are not appropriate for school. Shoulder length or longer hair must be tied with a simple bobble or hair band in plain school colours, preferably black or green hair ties and/or clips. Large hair decorations are not appropriate for school and the children will be asked to remove them if they are worn. Children are allowed to wear small stud earrings which will need to be removed for P.E. For safety reasons hooped or dangly earrings are NOT permitted. The only other jewellery allowed is a watch (no friendship bracelets or wristbands please) All nail varnish, tattoos and coloured hair braiding should be removed for school. 

PE Kit
All children will need a PE kit which should contain:
· Plimsolls for indoor PE and trainers for outdoor games. Please note that trainers may only be worn for PE and should never be worn as school shoes. 
· Black cotton shorts with elasticated waste
· Black tracksuit bottoms and sweatshirt without logos
· White T-shirt or St Mary’s T-shirt.  Children from year 1 may also wear their House T-Shirt

Children’s PE kit will be sent home at the end of each half term. 







School Meals
Chartwells are our current provider of catering and support services to the school. Each school meal is freshly prepared by a team of chefs and kitchen staff and offers a healthy and tasty meal to support pupils’ development in school.
We have a three-week rotating menu of nutritionally balanced meals with a choice of three different hot meals every day, including a vegetarian option. 
We use an online, cashless ordering system provided by ParentPay which allows you to select the meals that your child enjoys and pay for them without the need for cheques or cash. The system is both secure and flexible and meal choices can be changed or cancelled at any point up to the cut of time of midnight on Tuesday for the following week.

In most cases you will receive your code for activating your child’s ParentPay account once they have physically started at the school.
Packed Lunches and Snacks
If you wish to provide your child with a packed lunch from home please help us by eliminating all types of nuts and eggs from your child’s packed lunch. For example: peanut butter sandwiches, chocolate spread sandwiches which contain nuts e.g. nutella, snack bars which contain any nuts, boiled eggs, scotch eggs, egg sandwiches.
We have a number of children with severe nut and egg allergies in the school and we are asking for your co-operation in helping us to reduce the risk which these children face every day in school.
The risks are from contact with other children who have eaten allergens and not just from the foods themselves. These allergies are potentially life threatening.
Universal Infant and Free School Meals
If you have a child in Reception, Year 1 or Year 2 your child can have a school meal every day for free under the Government’s Universal Infant Free School Meal Scheme
Free School Meals are means tested and available to all pupils from Reception to year 6 if they qualify. If you think your child qualifies for Free School Meals and therefore Pupil Premium, please complete the separate form regardless of if they already qualify for Universal Infant Free School Meal. Pupils in receipt of means tested pupil premium/free school meals attract extra funding to the school that is used to benefit your child academically.
